Prospective investors should also read the detailed information set out elsewhere
in this Base Prospectus and reach their own views prior to making any investment decision.

A. Factors that may affect the relevant Issuer's and the Guarantor's (as applicable) ability to
fulfil its obligations in respect of Notes issued under the Programme

Risks relating to the Business of the Group

The Group faces competition in all its markets

Essity and its consolidated subsidiaries (the "Group") experiences considerable competition for sales of its
products and services in each of its business areas. Although the nature of the markets and the number and
size of major competitors vary across its business areas, the Group has several major competitors in each
business area in which it operates, some of which are larger than the Group entity operating in that business
area. The principal methods and elements of competition in various areas of the Group's business include
brand recognition and loyalty, product innovation, quality and performance, price, service, proximity to
customers and distribution capabilities. Inherent risks in the Group's competitive strategy include
uncertainties concerning trade and customer acceptance, the effects of consolidation of retailers and other
customers and competitive reaction. In recent years, digitalisation has broadened the Group's competitive
landscape in digital products and solutions, new digital business models and new players, such as start-ups
and technology companies that now compete with the Group in the field of hygiene and health. Competitive
pressures could reduce revenue and have an adverse impact on the Group's financial results.

Impact of substitutes

There is a risk that other product solutions (i.e. substitutes) may replace products that are included in the
Group's offering and thereby reduce sales. Such product solutions may involve different products with a
similar function, such as cloth diapers, cloth rags for household or industrial cleaning, or completely
different solutions to the needs of customers and consumers. The issue of substitutes is also linked to
changes in the patterns and attitudes of customers and consumers that affect demand for certain products
and thus profitability. Any reduction in sales as a result of substitutions or competing products may have a
material adverse effect on the operations and financial performance of the Group.

Costs of input goods

Raw materials and other input goods account for a significant part of the Group's total operating expenses.
The market price of many of the input goods used in the manufacturing of the Group's products fluctuates
over time. Any significant fluctuations and increases in the price of raw materials and input goods could
have a material adverse effect on the earnings and financial performance of the Group.

Changes in the price of the Group's products

Movements in the market price of the Group's products could create major fluctuations in the profitability
of the product(s) in question. In such a circumstance, profitability may be further affected by changes in
costs for the Group. Changes in the price of the Group's products may have a negative impact on the overall
Group's profits.



Capacity additions may cause price pressure on the Group's products

Demand for many of the products offered by the Group remains relatively stable. However, if the Group's
competitors were to increase their production capacity and also sell such products, the increased level
supply in the market may lead to the Group experiencing pricing pressures to remain competitive.

GDP trend and economic conditions

The Group's volume of output of products is linked to GDP and related factors, including industrial
production, in countries representing the Group's main markets. Movements in the GDP trend influence
demand for some of the Group's products. Any reduction in demand for the Group's products as a result of
adverse movements in GDP in the Group's main markets may have a material adverse effect on the
operations and financial performance of the Group.

Global health risks

Extensive outbreaks of disease (including, for example, Covid-19) entail risks for the Group's operations,
not least in terms of the risks posed to our employees' health and safety and their ability to carry out their
work. Political decisions to limit the spread of disease, such as lockdowns, more stringent border security
measures or other restrictions may also cause disruptions at production facilitates, in the supply chain or
for a third party's ability to fulfil its obligations toward the Group. More extensive outbreaks of disease may
also result in a temporary fall in demand for some of our products, changed consumer behaviour and
preferences and changes in the economic conditions in the countries where we conduct operations.

Disease outbreaks and global health risks could potentially also lead to an increase in healthcare costs. This,
in turn, may result in limitations being imposed on subsidised prescription of the Group's products in
Incontinence Products and Medical Solutions and an accelerated shift toward self-management of health
and self-financing of these products.

Changes in demographics, consumer behaviour and preferences

Changing demographics, consumer behaviour and preferences alter demand from customers and
consumers. There is a risk of a decline in demand for the Group's products if the Group does not successfully
satisfy customer and consumer needs and adapt our innovation program, product portfolio, sales channels,
brand-building activities and communication accordingly.

Risks relating to the Operations of the Group

Risks at plants

The Group has approximately 90 production facilities in some 30 countries and many of these conducts
continuous production. Fires, machinery breakdowns, pandemics and other types of harmful incidents could
damage the plant in question and also cause delivery problems. Any disruptions or harmful incidents at the
Group's plants, or the time and cost of remedying such incidents or damage, may have a material adverse
effect on the operations and financial performance of the Group.

Dependence on major customers and distributors

The retail trade is the Group's single largest customer group and thus the performance of the Group in this
market has considerable impact on the Group's overall performance. 60 per cent. of the Group's sales are
made to the retail trade, through both the Group's brands and retailers' brands. Members of the Group also
uses other distributors or retailers. The success of such distributors or retailers could impact the Group's
overall performance. A general consolidation process is taking place in several of the Group's sales
channels, thus increasing dependence on individual customers. In the retail trade, the prevailing trend is
towards increased concentration, which has mainly resulted in fewer retail companies at a national and
regional level. The Group also uses distributors, mainly for professional hygiene. A very large number of
distributors are active in this segment and the international concentration is relatively low. In 2021, the
Group's ten largest customers accounted for 19.6 per cent. of the Group's overall sales, most of these
customers were retail companies and distributors. The ten largest customers also include some large
distributors of professional hygiene. The general consolidation and increase in dependence could result in
negative consequences if the Group does not fulfil the demands imposed.



Dependence on suppliers

The Group is dependent on a large number of suppliers for the supply of key input goods, such as waste
paper, pulp and energy, such as electricity, natural gas and petroleum-based fuels. The Group has a number
of suppliers for essentially all important input goods and continuously enters into supply agreements with
several suppliers on various durations. The Group also has intensive cooperation with selected suppliers
that covers the development of materials and processes. The loss of key suppliers could result in costs for
the Group and problems in manufacturing. Suppliers could also cause problems for the Group through non-
compliance with applicable legislation and regulations or by otherwise acting in an unethical manner.

Expansion into new markets

The sale of the Group's products in new markets can be managed by agents or by the Group's own sales
company. When it has been decided to conduct manufacturing in the local market, this may be carried out
through a joint venture in cooperation with other owners or by the Group acquiring or forming a wholly
owned company. Prior to initiating operations, the Group conducts a feasibility study and a risk analysis of
issues related to legal requirements, due diligence of existing companies, and assessments of the business
climate and common business practices and ethics. However, if the conditions differ from those in already
established markets, this expansion could involve new and increased risks for the Group.

Employee-related risks

The Group must have access to skilled and motivated employees and safeguard the availability of
competent managers to achieve established strategic and operational objectives. It is therefore important
that the Group is successful in attracting and retaining employees with appropriate skills in the future. If
this is not possible, this could have an adverse effect on its business and brand.

Information and IT risks

The Group relies on IT systems in its day-to-day operations. Disruptions or faults in critical systems, as
well as the increasing prevalence of cyber-attacks, risk having a direct impact on production and important
business processes. These risks grow in an increasingly technically complex and interlinked world. Any
errors in the handling or maintenance of the Group's IT systems and/or disruptions or faults to its IT services
may have a material adverse effect on the operations and financial performance of the Group.

Risks relating to the acquisition of new businesses

Success in the Group's acquisition strategy depends on several factors, such as the ability to identify suitable
businesses for acquisition, reach agreements on acceptable acquisition terms and to finance such
acquisitions. It is possible that the Group's future acquisitions cannot be carried out on favourable terms. It
is also possible that, in the future, there will not be a sufficient number of attractive targets available for
acquisition or that the Group will not be able to secure necessary financing.

There are also business risks, tax risks and economic risks associated with acquiring and integrating
companies into the Group's existing business operations, for example, but not limited to, exposure to
unknown obligations as well as acquisition and integration costs that are higher than expected.

It is possible that the Group's assessments and assumptions regarding possible or implemented acquisitions
(including assumptions regarding synergies) will prove to be incorrect or that obligations, contingent
liabilities or other risks previously unknown to the Group might arise. Likewise, the Group's assessments
and assumptions concerning the possibilities and prospects for organic growth may prove to be incorrect
and obligations, unforeseen events or other risks that were unknown to the Group may arise.

The Group might also divest operations that no longer fit in with the Group's strategy. Several factors affect
success in any divestment, for example the Group's ability to identify a buyer and the Group's ability to
negotiate acceptable terms. In addition, it is possible that the Group might be required to provide certain
warranties and undertakings in connection with such divestment. In the future the Group may find it difficult
to divest operations or assets or might fail to successfully complete such divestments on terms favourable
for the Group.



Risks relating to geopolitical tensions and military interventions

Since February 2022, following Russia's military actions in Ukraine, the United States, the EU, the United
Kingdom, Canada, Japan, and Australia, among others, have imposed several tranches of economic
sanctions against Russia and Belarus. These sanctions are primarily targeting certain financial institutions,
companies, and individuals, but also industry sectors, such as transportation, energy, and finance. As a
counter action, Russia is imposing several countersanctions and other measures hindering non-Russian
business activities. There can be no assurance that no further sanctions, countersanctions, or other measures,
which could have an adverse effect on Essity's business, are imposed. The economic sanctions imposed on
Russia and Russia's countersanctions or other retaliatory measures and the heightened tensions between
Russia and the rest of Europe and the United States over events in Ukraine could have a material adverse
effect on global macroeconomic conditions and the economy. Among other things, the events could have
adverse effects on international trade and finance, general operational environment in Russia for non-
Russian companies, energy and raw material markets in Europe and the rest of the world and on the overall
economy, and cause currency fluctuations and inflation.

The war in Ukraine has created an uncertain situation for the health and safety of several of the Group's
employees. The Group announced in the Q1 Essity Financial Statement (as defined below) that its assets in
Russia have been impaired by approximately SEK 1.4 billion. Furthermore, work has been initiated to exit
the Russian market. In 2021, the Group net sales in Russia amounted to approximately SEK 2.8 billion,
corresponding to about 2 per cent. of total consolidated net sales in 2021.

The remaining assets in Russia amount to approximately SEK 1.3 billion and comprise trade receivables,
inventories and cash and cash equivalents. The Group has approximately 1,300 employees in Russia and
three production plants. The Group's net sales in Ukraine amounted to less than 1 per cent. of total
consolidated net sales in 2021.

The Group follows closely any applicable sanctions and transactions involving individuals, entities, or
banks under the relevant sanction regimes. The events could also have an adverse effect on Essity's
employees, operations, and sales in and raw material sourcing from the affected countries.

Financial Risks
Liquidity and refinancing risk

Liquidity and refinancing risk is the risk that the Group is unable to meet its payment obligations as a result
of insufficient liquidity or difficulty in raising new loans.

If the Group is unable to obtain sufficient credit, either due to banking or capital markets conditions
generally, or due to factors specific to its business, the Group may not have sufficient cash to develop new
projects, fund acquisitions or meet ongoing financing needs, which in turn could materially and adversely
affect the revenues, operating results, cash flows and financial condition of the Group.

Risks relating to adverse global economic conditions

Adverse and volatile economic conditions can limit the Group's financial performance in terms of
anticipated revenues and costs and can affect the ability of the Group to implement planned projects.
Ratings agencies and industry analysts are likely to take such conditions into account when assessing the
business and creditworthiness of the Group, and any adverse determinations, including ratings downgrades,
may make it more difficult for the Group to raise capital in the future and may adversely affect the market
price of the Notes issued by the relevant Issuer.

In particular, concerns about credit risk (including that of sovereigns) have intensified during the last few
years. The large sovereign debts and/or fiscal deficits of a number of countries, including a number of
European countries as well as the United States of America, have raised concerns regarding the financial
condition of financial institutions, insurers and other corporates (i) located in these countries; (ii) that have
direct or indirect exposure to these countries; and/or (iii) whose banks, counterparties, custodians,
customers, service providers, sources of funding and/or suppliers have direct or indirect exposure to these
countries. A default by, or a significant decline in the credit rating of, one or more sovereigns or financial
institutions could cause severe stress generally in the global financial system and could adversely affect the
markets in which the Group operates and the businesses and economic condition and prospects of the
Group's counterparties, customers, suppliers or creditors, directly or indirectly, in ways which are difficult



to predict. The impact of these conditions could be detrimental to the relevant Issuer, the Guarantor and the
Group and could adversely affect the Group's business, operations and profitability, its solvency and the
solvency of its customers, the value and liquidity of its assets and liabilities, the value and liquidity of the
Notes, and/or the ability of the relevant Issuer or the Guarantor to refinance its current financial obligations
and/or meet its obligations under the Notes and/or its debt obligations more generally.

Energy price risk

The Group's manufacturing operations utilise electricity, natural gas and petroleum-based fuels. The
Group's contracts with energy suppliers vary as to price, payment terms, quantities and duration. Its energy
costs are also affected by various market factors, including the availability of supplies of particular forms
of energy, energy prices and local and national regulatory decisions. Rising cost of energy or unavailability
of energy may impact the Group's result negatively. There can be no assurance that the Group will be fully
protected against substantial changes in the price or availability of energy sources.

Credit risk

The Group is exposed to credit risk, i.e. the risk of losses due to failure to meet payment obligations by the
Group's counterparties in financial agreements or by customers. Customer accounts receivable is subject to
credit checks of customers using credit rating companies and regular monitoring of credit limits and are
recognised at the amount that is expected to be paid based on an individual assessment of each customer.
Credit risk exposure under the Group's financial agreements includes exposure against counterparties in
derivative instruments, leasing transactions and other financial investments and arrangements. The failure
by customers and counterparties under financial agreements to fulfil payment obligations towards a member
of the Group may have a negative effect on the overall Group's cash flow and profit.

Currency risk

The Group is exposed to exchange rate risk in several ways. Exchange rate movements in export revenues
and import expenses could negatively impact the Group's operating profit and the cost of non-current assets.

The currencies of the Group's revenues do not fully match the currencies of its operating costs. Furthermore,
members of the Group, including Essity, have their financial statements reported in Swedish kronor but
only a portion of its operations and assets are located in Sweden. In addition, changes in exchange rates can
affect the relative competitive position of the Group's various plants and mills.

Interest rate risk

Interest rate risk is defined as the risk of adverse impact on the Group's financial position, including its
income and economic value, due to interest rate movements. In addition, changes in the macro-economic
environment may have a significant impact on the movement of interest rate curves for different currencies
that the Group is exposed to. Adverse movements in interest rates and the currencies which the Group is
exposed to may have a material adverse effect on the financial condition of the Group.

Legal and Regulatory Risks

Environmental impact and climate change

The Group's operations have an impact on air, water, land, biodiversity and the climate and the Group is
subject to a wide variety of environmental regulations in multiple jurisdictions around the world.
Compliance with these rules and regulations at the federal, state, provincial and local levels is an important
aspect of the Group's ability to continue its operations. The Group cannot guarantee that it will not incur
significant additional environmental costs and liabilities in the future (which also may include paying for
environmental restoration). Risks related to climate change and the financial implications of such change,
for example, increased production costs and investment requirements, have increased in importance. In
addition, the Group cannot assure that the businesses it has acquired, prior to its acquisition, always
complied with all applicable environmental regulations. Also, countries could adopt tighter, more stringent
environmental laws, regulations and enforcement policies than apply at present.



Legal risks and political decisions

The Group is affected by political decisions and administrative regulations in the many countries in which
the Group conducts operations. These relate to general regulations, such as taxation and financial reporting
and more specific regulations, such as licensing requirements under applicable environmental legislation
and the reimbursement of expenses in the healthcare system. New legislation and other regulation in various
countries could negatively impact the Group. Legal processes can be protracted and costly.

Occurrence of unethical business practices and human rights violations

The Group's operations and sales are conducted in approximately 150 countries and in sectors and
environments where unethical business practices and violations of human rights may occur. If the Group is
associated with such practices, this may damage the Group's reputation. The Group may also incur fines
and other legal sanctions. The Group works together with various business partners, such as customers,
distributors, partners in joint ventures and suppliers. The working practices of such partners can increase
the risk of being associated with such practices.

B. Risks related to the structure and features of a Series of Notes
The position of Essity Aktiebolag (publ) in the Group

Essity is the holding company of the Group and is therefore dependent on the income it receives from its
operating subsidiaries in the form of notes, dividends or other payments to it as a shareholder. Any Notes
issued by Essity and the rights under the Guarantee of the Notes (if applicable) will therefore be structurally
subordinated to creditors (including trade creditors) and shareholders of subsidiaries of Essity.

Essity Capital is a special purpose vehicle and investors should therefore consider the financial condition
and liquidity of Essity and the Group in addition to that of Essity Capital

As at the date of this Base Prospectus, Essity Capital is a company within the Group without significant
business activities or holdings and accordingly Essity Capital's ability to pay interest and repay principal in
respect of its borrowings, including the Notes issued by it, depends upon the financial condition and
liquidity of Essity and the Group. Notes issued by Essity Capital will be unconditionally and irrevocably
guaranteed by Essity. The Group further intends to provide Essity Capital with liquidity by way of intra-
group arrangements or other transfers of value in order for Essity Capital to fulfil its obligations under the
Notes issued by it. However, if the Group does not provide liquidity, or due to other circumstances,
conditions, laws or regulations is prevented from providing liquidity to Essity Capital, there is a risk that
Essity Capital will not fulfil its obligations under the Notes. Therefore, investors in the Notes issued by
Essity Capital should consider the risk factors, financial condition and liquidity of Essity and the Group in
addition to that of Essity Capital.

Uncertainty regarding whether English court judgments relating to the Notes would be enforceable

As of the date hereof, the only treaty providing for reciprocal recognition and enforcement of judgments
rendered in connection with civil and commercial disputes between the United Kingdom and member states
of the European Union (including Sweden and The Netherlands) is the Hague Convention of 30 June 2005
on Choice of Court Agreements (the "Hague Convention"). Pursuant to the provisions of the Hague
Convention, a judgment entered against a Swedish or Dutch entity in the courts of a Contracting State (as
defined in the Hague Convention) and which is enforceable in such Contracting State, will be directly
enforceable in Sweden and The Netherlands only upon the satisfaction of certain requirements, one of
which is that the relevant judgment relates to an agreement which includes an exclusive choice of court
provision (as described in the Hague Convention). As such, a judgement entered against Essity or Essity
Capital based on an asymmetric jurisdiction clause (i.e. a jurisdiction clause which is non-exclusive), as is
the case in relation to the terms and conditions of the Notes, is likely to fall outside of the application of the
Hague Convention and would most likely not be recognised or enforceable in Sweden or The Netherlands
as a matter of right without a retrial on its merits. As a result, a final judgment in the courts of England or
in any other jurisdiction which does not have an applicable treaty with Sweden or The Netherlands
providing for reciprocal recognition and enforcement of judgments relating to the Notes, would most likely
not be enforceable in Sweden or The Netherlands without a retrial on its merits.
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The Notes may not be a suitable investment for all investors

Each potential investor in the Notes must determine the suitability of that investment in light of its own
circumstances. In particular, each potential investor should:

(@) have sufficient knowledge and experience to make a meaningful evaluation of the Notes, the merits
and risks of investing in the Notes and the information contained or incorporated by reference in
this Base Prospectus or any applicable supplement;

(ii) have access to, and knowledge of, appropriate analytical tools to evaluate, in the context of its
particular financial situation, an investment in the Notes and the impact the Notes will have on its
overall investment portfolio;

(iii) have sufficient financial resources and liquidity to bear all of the risks of an investment in the Notes,
including Notes with principal or interest payable in one or more currencies, or where the currency
for principal or interest payments is different from the potential investor's currency;

(iv) understand that liquidity may be limited if the relevant Issuer makes large allocations to a limited
number of investors;

v) understand thoroughly the terms of the Notes and be familiar with the behaviour of financial
markets; and

(vi) be able to evaluate (either alone or with the help of a financial adviser) possible scenarios for
economic, interest rate and other factors that may affect its investment and its ability to bear the
applicable risks.

Notes subject to optional redemption by the relevant Issuer
An optional redemption feature of Notes is likely to limit their market value.

During any period when the relevant Issuer may elect to redeem Notes, the market value of those Notes
generally will not rise substantially above the price at which they can be redeemed. This also may be true
prior to any redemption period.

The relevant Issuer may be expected to redeem Notes when its cost of borrowing is lower than the interest
rate on the Notes. At those times, an investor generally would not be able to reinvest the redemption
proceeds at an effective interest rate as high as the interest rate on the Notes being redeemed and may only
be able to do so at a significantly lower rate. Potential investors should consider reinvestment risk in light
of other investments available at that time.

With respect to the Issuer Clean-up Call, there is no obligation on the relevant Issuer to inform investors if
and when the Minimum Percentage of a particular Series of Notes has been reached or is about to be
reached, and the relevant Issuer's right to redeem will exist notwithstanding that immediately prior to the
serving of a notice in respect of the exercise of the Clean-up Call by the relevant Issuer the Notes may have
been trading significantly above the redemption price, thus potentially resulting in a loss of capital invested.

Fixed/Floating Rate Notes

Fixed/Floating Rate Notes may bear interest at a rate that the relevant Issuer may elect to convert from a
fixed rate to a floating rate, or from a floating rate to a fixed rate. The relevant Issuer's ability to convert the
interest rate will affect the secondary market and the market value of the Notes since the relevant Issuer
may be expected to convert the rate when it is likely to produce a lower overall cost of borrowing. If the
relevant Issuer converts from a fixed rate to a floating rate, the spread on the Fixed/Floating Rate Notes
may be less favourable than then prevailing spreads on comparable Floating Rate Notes tied to the same
reference rate. In addition, the new floating rate at any time may be lower than the rates on other Notes. If
the relevant Issuer converts from a floating rate to a fixed rate, the fixed rate may be lower than then
prevailing rates on its Notes.
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Notes issued at a substantial discount or premium

The market values of securities issued at a substantial discount or premium from their principal amount
tend to fluctuate more in relation to general changes in interest rates than do prices for conventional interest-
bearing securities. Generally, the longer the remaining term of the securities, the greater the price volatility
as compared to conventional interest-bearing securities with comparable maturities.

Risks relating to Notes which are linked to ""benchmarks"

Interest rates or other types of rates and indices which are deemed to be "benchmarks", such as the Euro
Interbank Offered Rate ("EURIBOR") and the Stockholm Interbank Offered Rate ("STIBOR"), are the
subject of recent national, international and other regulatory guidance and proposals for reform. Some of
these reforms are already effective whilst others are still to be implemented.

The Benchmarks Regulation applies, subject to certain transitional provisions, to the provision of
benchmarks, the contribution of input data to a benchmark and the use of a benchmark within the EU. The
Benchmarks Regulation could have a material impact on any Notes linked to EURIBOR, STIBOR or
another "benchmark" rate or index, in particular, if the methodology or other terms of the benchmark are
changed in order to comply with the terms of the Benchmarks Regulation. Such changes could (amongst
other things) have the effect of reducing or increasing the rate or level, or affecting the volatility of the
published rate or level of the relevant benchmark. More broadly, any of the international, national or other
proposals for reform, or the general increased regulatory scrutiny of benchmarks, could increase the costs
and risks of administering or otherwise participating in the setting of a benchmark and complying with any
such regulations or requirements. Such factors may have the effect of discouraging market participants
from continuing to administer or contribute to certain "benchmarks," trigger changes in the rules or
methodologies used in certain "benchmarks" or lead to the discontinuance or unavailability of quotes.

As an example of such benchmark reforms, on 21 September 2017, the European Central Bank announced
that it would be part of a new working group tasked with the identification and adoption of a "risk free
overnight rate" which can serve as a basis for an alternative to current benchmarks used in a variety of
financial instruments and contracts in the euro area. On 13 September 2018, the working group on Euro
risk-free rates recommended the new Euro short-term rate ("€STR") as the new risk-free rate for the euro
area. The €STR was published for the first time on 2 October 2019. Although EURIBOR has subsequently
been reformed in order to comply with the terms of the Benchmarks Regulation, it remains uncertain as to
how long it will continue in its current form, or whether it will be further reformed or replaced with €STR
or an alternative.

For Notes which are linked to any affected benchmark, uncertainty as to the nature of alternative reference
rates and as to potential changes or other reforms to such benchmark may adversely affect such benchmark
rates during the term of such Notes and the return on such Notes and the trading market for such Notes.
The potential elimination of any benchmark, or changes in the manner of administration of any benchmark
or the occurrence of any other event that the relevant Issuer determines to be a Benchmark Event (as defined
in the Conditions), or a determination by the relevant Issuer that a Successor Rate (as defined in the
Conditions) may be available, could require or result in an adjustment to the interest provisions of the
Conditions as determined by an Independent Adviser or the relevant Issuer (as further described in the
Conditions), or result in other consequences, in respect of any Notes linked to such benchmark. The
circumstances which can lead to the trigger of a Benchmark Event are beyond the relevant Issuer's control
and the subsequent use of a Successor Rate or an Alternative Benchmark Rate following such Benchmark
Event may result in changes to the Conditions and/or interest payments that are lower than or that do not
otherwise correlate over time with the payments that could have been made on such Notes if the relevant
benchmark remained available in its current form. Furthermore, if the relevant Issuer is unable to appoint
an Independent Adviser or an Independent Adviser appointed by it fails to determine a Successor Rate or
an Alternative Benchmark Rate or Adjustment Spread in accordance with the Conditions, the relevant
Issuer may have to exercise its discretion to determine (or to elect not to determine) a Successor Rate or an
Alternative Benchmark Rate or Adjustment Spread, if applicable. Any such consequence could have a
material adverse effect on the value of and return on any such Notes.

Moreover, any of the above matters or any other significant change to the setting or existence of any relevant
reference rate could affect the ability of the relevant Issuer to meet its obligations under Notes linked to a
benchmark or could have a material adverse effect on the value or liquidity of, and the amount payable
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under such Notes. Investors should consider these matters when making their investment decision with
respect to such Notes.

Inverse Floating Rate Notes

Inverse Floating Rate Notes have an interest rate equal to a fixed rate minus a rate based upon a reference
rate such as EURIBOR. The market values of those Notes typically are more volatile than market values of
other conventional floating rate debt securities based on the same reference rate (and with otherwise
comparable terms). Inverse Floating Rate Notes are more volatile because an increase in the reference rate
not only decreases the interest rate of the Notes, but may also reflect an increase in prevailing interest rates,
which further adversely affects the market value of these Notes.

C. Risks related to the terms and conditions of the Notes
Modification and substitution

The Conditions of the Notes contain provisions for calling meetings of Noteholders to consider matters
affecting their interests generally. These provisions permit defined majorities to bind all Noteholders
including Noteholders who did not attend and vote at the relevant meeting and Noteholders who voted in a
manner contrary to the majority.

In certain instances, the relevant Issuer could substitute the obligor under the Notes without the consent
or approval of the Noteholders

The relevant Issuer may, without the consent of the Noteholders or Couponholders, substitute itself in
respect of all rights and obligations arising under or in connection with the Notes with a Substitute. Any
such substitution will be subject to the conditions set out in the Conditions. The substitution of the relevant
Issuer under the Notes could have adverse consequences, including tax implications, for Noteholders.

Change of law

The Conditions of the Notes are based on English law in effect as at the date of this Base Prospectus. No
assurance can be given as to the impact of any possible judicial decision or change to English law or
administrative practice after the date of this Base Prospectus.

Notes where denominations involve integral multiples: definitive Notes

In relation to any issue of Notes which have denominations consisting of a minimum Specified
Denomination plus one or more higher integral multiples of another smaller amount, it is possible that such
Notes may be traded in amounts that are not integral multiples of such minimum Specified Denomination.
In such a case a holder who, as a result of trading such amounts, holds an amount which is less than the
minimum Specified Denomination in his account with the relevant clearing system at the relevant time may
not receive a definitive Note in respect of such holding (should definitive Notes be printed) and would need
to purchase a principal amount of Notes such that its holding amounts to a Specified Denomination.

If definitive Notes are issued, holders should be aware that definitive Notes which have a denomination
that is not an integral multiple of the minimum Specified Denomination may be illiquid and difficult to
trade.

Exchange rate risks and exchange controls

The relevant Issuer will pay principal and interest on the Notes in the Specified Currency. This presents
certain risks relating to currency conversions if an investor's financial activities are denominated principally
in a currency or currency unit (the "Investor's Currency") other than the Specified Currency. These
include the risk that exchange rates may significantly change (including changes due to devaluation of the
Specified Currency or revaluation of the Investor's Currency) and the risk that authorities with jurisdiction
over the Investor's Currency may impose or modify exchange controls. An appreciation in the value of the
Investor's Currency relative to the Specified Currency would decrease (1) the Investor's Currency-
equivalent yield on the Notes, (2) the Investor's Currency equivalent value of the principal payable on the
Notes and (3) the Investor's Currency equivalent market value of the Notes.
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Government and monetary authorities may impose (as some have done in the past) exchange controls that
could adversely affect an applicable exchange rate. As a result, investors may receive less interest or
principal than expected, or no interest or principal.

The secondary market

Notes may have no established trading market when issued, and one may never develop. If a market does
develop, it may not be very liquid. Therefore, investors may not be able to sell their Notes easily or at prices
that will provide them with a yield comparable to similar investments that have a developed secondary
market. This is particularly the case for Notes that are especially sensitive to interest rate, currency or market
risks, are designed for specific investment objectives or strategies or have been structured to meet the
investment requirements of limited categories of investors. These types of Notes generally would have a
more limited secondary market and more price volatility than conventional debt securities. Illiquidity may
have a severely adverse effect on the market value of Notes.

Although applications have been made for the Notes issued under the Programme to be admitted to listing
on Official List of the Luxembourg Stock Exchange and to be admitted to trading on the regulated market
of the Luxembourg Stock Exchange, there is no assurance that such applications will be accepted, that any
particular Tranche of Notes will be so admitted or that an active trading market will develop. Accordingly,
there is no assurance as to the development or liquidity of any trading market for any particular Tranche of
Notes.

Notes in global form held by or on behalf of Euroclear and Clearstream, Luxembourg

Notes issued under the Programme may be represented by one or more Global Notes. Such Global Notes
will be deposited with a Common Depositary or Common Safekeeper. Except in the circumstances
described in the relevant Global Note, investors will not be entitled to receive definitive Notes. Euroclear
and Clearstream, Luxembourg will maintain records of the beneficial interests in the Global Notes. While
the Notes are represented by one or more Global Notes, investors will be able to trade their beneficial
interests only through Euroclear and Clearstream, Luxembourg.

While the Notes are represented by one or more Global Notes, the relevant Issuer will discharge their
payment obligations under the Notes by making payments to the Common Depositary or Common
Safekeeper for distribution to their account holders. A holder of a beneficial interest in a Global Note must
rely on the procedures of Euroclear and Clearstream, Luxembourg to receive payments under the relevant
Notes. The relevant Issuer has no responsibility or liability for the records relating to, or payments made in
respect of, beneficial interests in the Global Notes.

Holders of beneficial interests in the Global Notes will not have a direct right to vote in respect of the
relevant Notes. Instead, such holders will be permitted to act only to the extent that they are enabled by
Euroclear and Clearstream, Luxembourg to appoint appropriate proxies.

A "Change of Control" shall be deemed to have occurred at each time (whether or not
approved by the board of directors or senior management of Essity) that any person
("Relevant Person") or persons acting in concert or any person or persons acting on behalf
of any such person(s), at any time (A) directly or indirectly acquires more than 50 per cent.
of the issued ordinary share capital of Essity, or (B) directly or indirectly acquires such
number of the shares in the capital of Essity carrying more than 50 per cent. of the voting
rights exercisable at general meetings of Essity, or (C) are able to give directions with
respect to the operating and financial policies of Essity with which the directors are
obliged to comply or (D) are able to appoint or remove all, or the majority of the directors
or other equivalent officers of Essity, provided that a Change of Control shall not be
deemed to have occurred: (i) if the shareholders of the Relevant Person are also, or
immediately prior to the event which would otherwise constitute a Change of Control
were, all of the shareholders of Essity.

"Change of Control Period" means the period ending 180 days after the Relevant
Announcement Date (or such longer period for which the Notes are under consideration
(such consideration having been announced publicly within the period ending 180 days
after the Change of Control) for rating review or, as the case may be, rating by a Rating
Agency, such period not to exceed 60 days after the public announcement of such
consideration).

"Investment Grade Rating" means a rating of BBB- by S&P or Baa3 by Moody's or their
equivalent for the time being, or better.

A "Negative Rating Event" shall be deemed to have occurred if (i) the Issuer does not on
or before the 45™ Business Day after the relevant Change of Control seek, and use all
reasonable endeavours to obtain from a Rating Agency, a rating in respect of the Notes or
(i1) if it does so seek and use such endeavours, it has not at the expiry of the Change of
Control Period and as a result of such Change of Control obtained an Investment Grade
Rating, provided that the Rating Agency publicly announces or publicly confirms in
writing that its declining to assign an Investment Grade Rating was the result, in whole or
in part, of the applicable Change of Control.

"Rating Agency" means cach of S&P Global Ratings, a division of The McGraw- Hill
Companies, Inc. ("S&P") and Moody's Investors Service Limited ("Moody's") and their
successors or any other rating agency of equivalent international standing specified from
time to time by Essity.

A "Rating Downgrade" shall be deemed to have occurred in respect of a Change of
Control if within the Change of Control Period the rating previously assigned to the Notes
by any Rating Agency is (x) withdrawn or (y) changed from an Investment Grade Rating
to a non-Investment Grade Rating (BB+ by S&P/Bal by Moody's, or their equivalent for
the time being, or worse) or (z) (if the rating assigned to the Notes by any Rating Agency
shall, immediately prior to the Change of Control Period, be below an Investment Grade
Rating) lowered one full rating category (for example, from BB+ to BB by S&P or Bal to
Ba2 by Moody's or such similar lower or equivalent rating), provided that a Rating
Downgrade otherwise arising by virtue of a particular change in rating shall be deemed
not to have occurred in respect of a particular Change of Control if the Rating Agency
making the change in rating to which this definition would otherwise apply does not
publicly announce or publicly confirm that the reduction was the result, in whole or in
part, of any event or circumstance comprised in or arising as a result of, or in respect of,
the applicable Change of Control.

"Relevant Announcement Date" means the date that is the earlier of (a) the date of the
first public announcement of the relevant Change of Control and (b) the date of the earliest
Relevant Potential Change of Control Announcement (if any).

"Relevant Potential Change of Control Announcement” means any public
announcement or statement by or on behalf of Essity, any actual or potential bidder or any
adviser acting on behalf of any actual or potential bidder relating to any potential Change
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of Control where within 90 days following the date of such announcement or statement, a
Change of Control occurs.

Promptly upon the Issuer becoming aware that a Put Event has occurred, the Issuer shall
give notice (a "Put Event Notice") to the Noteholders in accordance with Condition 14
(Notices) specifying the nature of the Put Event and the circumstances giving rise to it and
the procedure for exercising the option contained in this Condition 7(1) (Redemption at the
option of Noteholders on change of control (Change of Control Put Option)).

To exercise the option to require redemption or, as the case may be, purchase of a Note
under this Condition 7(1) (Redemption at the option of Noteholders on change of control
(Change of Control Put Option))the holder of that Note must, if the Note is in definitive
form and held outside Euroclear and Clearstream, Luxembourg, deliver such Note, on any

Such report may, if requested, be accompanied by a report from the Auditors addressed to
the Directors of Essity as to proper extraction of figures used by the Directors of Essity in
determining a Material Subsidiary as to mathematical accuracy of the calculations.

Replacement of Notes, Receipts, Coupons And Talons

Exchange of Talons

Until such time as any definitive Notes are issued, there may, so long as any Global Notes

The Agency Agreement contains provisions for convening meetings of the Noteholders to consider
any matter affecting their interests, including the sanctioning by Extraordinary Resolution of a
modification of the Notes, the Receipts, the Coupons or any of the provisions of the Agency
Agreement. Such a meeting may be convened by the Issuer and, if applicable, the Guarantor (acting
together) and shall be convened by the Issuer and, if applicable, the Guarantor (acting together) if
required in writing by Noteholders holding not less than five per cent. in nominal amount of the
Notes for the time being remaining outstanding. The quorum at any such meeting for passing an
Extraordinary Resolution is one or more persons holding or representing not less than 50 per cent.

more persons being or representing Noteholders whatever the nominal amount of the Notes so held
or represented, except that at any meeting the business of which includes the modification of certain
provisions of the Notes, the Receipts or the Coupons (including modifying the date of maturity of
the Notes or any date for payment of interest thereon, reducing or cancelling the amount of
principal or the rate of interest payable in respect of the Notes or altering the currency of payment
of the Notes, the Receipts or the Coupons), the quorum shall be one or more persons holding or
representing not less than two-thirds in nominal amount of the Notes for the time being outstanding,
or at any adjourned such meeting one or more persons holding or representing not less than one-
third in nominal amount of the Notes for the time being outstanding. An Extraordinary Resolution
passed at any meeting of the Noteholders shall be binding on all the Noteholders, whether or not
they are present at the meeting, and on all Receiptholders and Couponholders.
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The Agent, the Issuer and, if applicable, the Guarantor may agree, without the consent of the
Noteholders, Receiptholders or Couponholders, to:

(a) any modification (except as mentioned above) of the Notes, the Receipts, the Coupons or
the Agency Agreement which is in the reasonable opinion of the Issuer not prejudicial to
the interests of the Noteholders; or

(b) any modification of the Notes, the Receipts, the Coupons or the Agency Agreement which
is in the reasonable opinion of the Issuer of a formal, minor or technical nature or is made
to correct a manifest or proven error or to comply with mandatory provisions of the law.

Any such modification shall be binding on the Noteholders, the Receiptholders and the
Couponholders and any such modification shall be notified to the Noteholders in accordance with
Condition 14 (Notices) as soon as practicable thereafter.

Substitution

The Issuer, or any previously substituted company, may at any time, without the consent of the
Noteholders or the Couponholders, substitute for itself as principal debtor under the Notes and the
Coupons, Essity (where the Issuer is not already Essity) or a Subsidiary of Essity (the "Substitute")
in the manner specified in the Agency Agreement, provided that no payment in respect of the
Notes or the Coupons is at the relevant time overdue. The substitution shall be made by a deed poll
(the "Deed Poll"), to be substantially in the form exhibited to the Agency Agreement, and may
take place only if:

(1) the Substitute shall have become party to the Agency Agreement mutatis mutandis, as if
it had been an original party thereto and the Substitute shall enter into a deed of covenant
on the same terms as the applicable Deed of Covenant, mutatis mutandis;

(i1) where the Substitute is not Essity, the obligations of the Substitute under the Deed Poll,
the Agency Agreement, the applicable Deed of Covenant, the Notes and the Coupons
(together, the "Documents") shall be unconditionally and irrevocably guaranteed by
Essity substantially in the form of the Deed of Guarantee;

(1ii) all action, conditions and things required to be taken, fulfilled and done (including the
obtaining of any necessary consents) to ensure that the Deed Poll, the Agency Agreement,
the applicable Deed of Covenant, the Notes and Coupons, mutatis mutandis represent
legal, valid, binding and enforceable obligations of the Substitute and in the case of the
Deed Poll have been taken, fulfilled and done and are in full force and effect;

(iv) where the Substitute is incorporated, domiciled or resident for taxation purposes in a
territory other than Sweden or the Netherlands, the Documents shall contain a covenant
and/or such other provisions as may be necessary to ensure that each Noteholder has the
benefit of a covenant in terms corresponding to the provisions of Condition 9
(Prescription) with the substitution of the references Sweden or the Netherlands, as
applicable, with references to the territory in which the Substitute is incorporated,
domiciled and/or resident for taxation purposes;

v) the Substitute, if incorporated in a jurisdiction other than England, shall have appointed
an agent to receive, for and on its behalf, service of process in any Proceedings (as defined
in Condition 19(b) (Submission to jurisdiction) in England;

(vi) each listing authority and stock exchange (if any) on which the Notes are then admitted
to listing or trading shall have confirmed that, following the proposed substitution, the
Notes will be admitted to listing or trading by such listing authority or stock exchange;

(vii) a copy of legal opinions, subject to customary assumptions and qualifications, addressed
to Essity and the Substitute, as applicable, shall have been delivered to the Agent from a
lawyer or firm of lawyers (a) in the jurisdiction of incorporation of the Substitute, to the
effect that the Substitute has the capacity and authority to enter into the Documents and
perform the obligations set out therein, and has obtained all necessary corporate or other
approvals to assume all such obligations; (b) in the jurisdiction of incorporation of Essity
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to the effect that it has the capacity and authority to enter into a deed of guarantee and
perform the obligations set out therein, and has obtained all necessary corporate or other
approvals to assume all such obligations, if a guarantee is required pursuant to (ii) above,
and (c) in England to the effect that the Documents and the deed of guarantee, if
applicable, (to the extent to which each is a party) constitute legal, valid, binding and
enforceable obligations of the Substitute and/or Essity, as applicable; and

(viii)  the Issuer shall have given at least 14 days' prior notice in accordance with Condition 14
(Notices) of such substitution to the Noteholders stating that copies, or, pending
execution, the agreed text, of all documents in relation to the substitution which are
referred to above, or which might otherwise reasonably be regarded as material to
Noteholders, will be available for inspection at the specified office of each of the Paying
Agents.

References in Condition 10 (Events of Default) to obligations under the Notes shall be deemed to
include obligations under the Deed Poll.

Further Issues

The Issuer shall be at liberty from time to time without the consent of the Noteholders, the
Receiptholders or the Couponholders to create and issue further notes having terms and conditions
the same as the Notes or the same in all respects save for the amount and date of the first payment
of interest thereon and so that the same shall be consolidated and form a single Series with the
outstanding Notes.

Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999

No person shall have any right to enforce any term or condition of this Note under the Contracts
(Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999, but this does not affect any right or remedy of any person which
exists or is available apart from that Act.

Governing Law and Submission To Jurisdiction
(a) Governing law:

The Agency Agreement, the Deeds of Covenant, the Deed of Guarantee, the Notes, the
Receipts, the Coupons and any non-contractual obligations arising out of or in connection
with the Notes, the Receipts and the Coupons are governed by, and shall be construed in
accordance with, English law.

(b) Submission to jurisdiction:

Each of the Issuer and the Guarantor agrees for the exclusive benefit of the Noteholders,
the Receiptholders and the Couponholders, that the courts of England are to have
jurisdiction to settle any disputes which may arise out of or in connection with the Notes,
the Receipts and/or the Coupons and that accordingly any suit, action or proceedings
(together referred to as "Proceedings") arising out of or in connection with the Notes, the
Receipts and the Coupons may be brought in such courts.

Each of the Issuer and the Guarantor hereby irrevocably waives any objection which it
may have now or hereafter to the laying of the venue of any such Proceedings in any such
court and any claim that any such Proceedings have been brought in an inconvenient forum
and hereby further irrevocably agrees that a judgment in any such Proceedings brought in
the English courts shall be conclusive and binding upon it and may be enforced in the
courts of any other jurisdiction.

Nothing contained in this Condition shall limit any right to take Proceedings against the
Issuer or the Guarantor (if applicable) in any other court of competent jurisdiction, nor
shall the taking of Proceedings in one or more jurisdictions preclude the taking of
Proceedings in any other jurisdiction, whether concurrently or not to the extent that the
bringing of such proceedings is not contrary to relevant law.

Appointment of Process Agent:

Each of the Issuer and the Guarantor appoints Essity UK Holdings Limited at its registered
office at Southfields Road, Dunstable, Bedfordshire LU6 3EJ (Attention: The Secretary)
as its agent for service of process, and undertake that, in the event of Essity UK Holdings
Limited ceasing so to act or ceasing to be registered in England, they will appoint another
person as their agent for service of process in England in respect of any Proceedings.
Nothing herein shall affect the right to serve proceedings in any other manner permitted
by law.

Each of the Issuer and the Guarantor has (in respect of the documents to which they are a
party) in the Agency Agreement, the Deed of Guarantee and the Deeds of Covenant
submitted to the jurisdiction of the English courts and appointed an agent for service of
process in terms substantially similar to those set out above.

Europe is
Essity's largest market and the Company also holds strong positions in North America, Latin America and
Asia. Essity has its headquarters in Stockholm, Sweden and had approximately 46,000 employees as of
December 31, 2021.

Essity is the parent company in the Group, holding directly or indirectly a large number of operating and
other subsidiaries established in countries worldwide (including but not limited to Europe, North America,
Latin America and Asia).

Essity Capital B.V. is a fully owned subsidiary of Essity, established in the Netherlands for the sole purpose
of being an issuer of debt instruments or to engage, where relevant, in other treasury related operations.

The offering includes incontinence products, pads, diapers, wet wipes, skincare products,
intimate soaps, washable absorbent underwear, menstrual cups, toilet paper, household towels,
handkerchiefs, facial tissues and napkins. Products are sold under brands such as the globally leading TENA
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brand and other strong brands including Libero, Libresse, Nosotras, Saba, TOM Organic, Lotus, Regio,
Tempo and Vinda. Distribution channels for the products are the retail trade and online.

Professional Hygiene

Professional Hygiene comprises complete hygiene solutions, including toilet paper, paper hand towels,
napkins, hand soap, hand lotion, hand sanitizers, dispensers, cleaning and wiping products, as well as
service and maintenance under the globally leading Tork brand. Essity also offers digital solutions, such as
Internet of Things sensor technology, enabling data-driven cleaning. Customers consist of companies and
office buildings, universities, healthcare facilities, industries, restaurants, hotels, stadiums and other public
venues. Distribution channels for the products consist of distributors and online.

Group History

The Group was part of the Svenska Cellulosa Aktiebolaget SCA (publ) ("SCA") corporate group prior to
the demerger of the Group from SCA in 2017, as further described below.

SCA was incorporated in Sweden on 14 June 1915 and from 1929 was a holding company for ten forest
industry companies that produced sawn timber products and pulp used for paper production in northern
Sweden. These companies continued to operate as independent units until 1954 when they were merged
into one company, SCA. SCA was listed on the Stockholm Stock Exchange (Nasdaq Stockholm) in 1950.

SCA expanded into other business areas and expanded its geographic presence. SCA developed its business
and formed a leading global hygiene and forest company.

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TAXATION
Swedish Taxation

The following summary outlines certain Swedish tax consequences relating to holders of Notes. The
summary is based on the laws of Sweden as currently in effect and is intended to provide general
information only. The summary does not address, inter alia, situations where the Notes are held in an
investment savings account (Sw. investeringssparkonto) or the rules regarding reporting obligations for,
among others, payers of interest. Further, the summary does not address credit of foreign taxes. Investors
should consult their professional tax advisers regarding the Swedish tax and other tax consequences
(including the applicability and effect of tax treaties for the avoidance of double taxation) of acquiring,
owning and disposing of the Notes in their particular circumstances.

Holders not tax resident in Sweden

Payments of any principal amount or any amount that is considered to be interest for Swedish tax purposes
to the holder of any Notes should not be subject to Swedish income tax, provided that such a holder (i) is
not resident in Sweden for Swedish tax purposes and (ii) does not have a permanent establishment in
Sweden to which the Notes are effectively connected. Swedish withholding tax, or Swedish tax deduction,
is not imposed on payments of any principal amount or any amount that is considered to be interest for
Swedish tax purposes, except for certain payments of interest (and other return on Notes) to a private
individual (or an estate of a deceased individual) who is resident in Sweden for Swedish tax purposes (see
"Holders tax resident in Sweden" below).

However, broadly speaking, provided that the value of or the return on the Notes relates to securities taxed
as shares, private individuals who have been residents of Sweden for tax purposes due to a habitual abode
in Sweden or a continuous stay in at any time during the calendar year of disposal or redemption or the ten
calendar years preceding the year of disposal or redemption are liable for capital gains taxation in Sweden
upon disposal or redemption of such Notes. In a number of cases though, the applicability of this rule is
limited by the applicable tax treaty for the avoidance of double taxation.

Holders tax resident in Sweden

In general, for Swedish corporations and private individuals (and estates of deceased individuals) with
residence in Sweden for Swedish tax purposes, all capital income (for example income that is considered
to be interest for Swedish tax purposes and capital gains on Notes) will be taxable. Specific tax
consequences may be applicable to certain categories of corporations, for example life-insurance
companies. Further, specific tax consequences may be applicable if, and to the extent that, a holder of Notes
realises a capital loss on the Notes and to any currency exchange gains or losses.

If amounts that are deemed as interest for Swedish tax purposes are paid by a legal entity domiciled in
Sweden, including a Swedish branch, or in certain cases a clearing institution within the EEA, to a private
individual (or an estate of a deceased individual) with residence in Sweden for Swedish tax purposes,
Swedish preliminary taxes are normally withheld by the legal entity on such payments. Swedish preliminary
taxes should normally also be withheld on other returns on Notes (but not capital gains), if the return is paid
out together with such a payment of interest referred to above.

Dutch Taxation

The following summary of certain Dutch taxation matters is based on the laws and practice in force as of
the date of this Base Prospectus and is subject to any changes in law and the interpretation and application
thereof, which changes could have retroactive effect. The following summary does not purport to be a
comprehensive description of all the tax considerations that may be relevant to a decision to acquire, hold
or dispose of Notes, and does not purport to deal with the tax consequences applicable to all categories of
investors, some of which may be subject to special rules.

For the purpose of the paragraph "Taxes on Income and Capital Gains" below it is assumed that a holder
of Notes, being an individual or a non-resident entity, does not have nor will have a substantial interest
(aanmerkelijk belang), or — in the case of such holder being an entity — a deemed substantial interest, in
Essity Capital and that no connected person (verbonden persoon) to the holder has or will have a
substantial interest in Essity Capital.
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Generally speaking, an individual has a substantial interest in a company if (a) such individual, either
alone or together with the individual's partner, directly or indirectly has, or is deemed to have or (b) certain
relatives of such individual or the individual's partner directly or indirectly have or are deemed to have (i)
the ownership of, a right to acquire the ownership of, or certain rights over, shares representing 5 per cent.
or more of either the total issued and outstanding capital of such company or the issued and outstanding
capital of any class of shares of such company, or (ii) the ownership of, or certain rights over, profit
participating certificates (winstbewijzen) that relate to 5 per cent. or more of either the annual profit or the
liquidation proceeds of such company.

Generally speaking, a non-resident entity has a substantial interest in a company if such entity, directly or
indirectly has (i) the ownership of, a right to acquire the ownership of, or certain rights over, shares
representing 5 per cent. or more of either the total issued and outstanding capital of such company or the
issued and outstanding capital of any class of shares of such company, or (ii) the ownership of, or certain
rights over, profit participating certificates (winstbewijzen) that relate to 5 per cent. or more of either the
annual profit or the liquidation proceeds of such company. Generally, an entity has a deemed substantial
interest in a company if such entity has disposed of or is deemed to have disposed of all or part of a
substantial interest on a non-recognition basis.

For the purpose of the paragraph "Taxes on Income and Capital Gains" below, the term "entity" means a
corporation as well as any other person that is taxable as a corporation for Dutch corporate tax purposes.

Where this summary refers to a holder of Notes, an individual holding Notes or an entity holding Notes,
such reference is restricted to an individual or entity holding legal title to as well as an economic interest
in such Notes or otherwise being regarded as owning Notes for Dutch tax purposes. It is noted that for
purposes of Dutch income, corporate, gift and inheritance tax, assets legally owned by a third party such
as a trustee, foundation or similar entity, may be treated as assets owned by the (deemed) settlor, grantor
or similar originator or the beneficiaries in proportion to their interest in such arrangement.

Where the summary refers to "the Netherlands" or "Dutch"” it refers only to the European part of the
Kingdom of the Netherlands.

Where this summary refers to Notes, such reference includes Coupons and Talons.

Investors should consult their professional advisers on the tax consequences of their acquiring, holding
and disposing of Notes.

Withholding tax

All payments of principal and interest by Essity Capital under the Notes can be made without withholding
or deduction of any taxes of whatever nature imposed, levied, withheld or assessed by the Netherlands or
any political subdivision or taxing authority thereof or therein, unless the Notes qualify as equity of Essity
Capital for Dutch tax purposes and save that Dutch withholding tax may apply on certain (deemed)
payments of interest made to an affiliated (gelieerde) entity of Essity Capital if such entity (i) is considered
to be resident (gevestigd) in a jurisdiction that is listed in the annually updated Dutch Regulation on low-
taxing states and non-cooperative jurisdictions for tax purposes (Regeling laagbelastende staten en niet-
codperatieve rechtsgebieden voor belastingdoeleinden), or (ii) has a permanent establishment located in
such jurisdiction to which the interest is attributable, or (iii) is entitled to the interest payable for the main
purpose or one of the main purposes to avoid taxation for another person, or (iv) is not considered to be the
recipient of the interest in its jurisdiction of residence because such jurisdiction treats another (lower tier)
entity as the recipient of the interest (a hybrid mismatch), or (vi) is a reverse hybrid whereby the jurisdiction
of residence of a participant that has a qualifying interest (kwalificerend belang) in the reverse hybrid treats
the reverse hybrid as tax transparent and that participant would have been taxable based on one (or more)
of the items in (i)-(v) above had the interest been due to him directly, or (v) is not treated as resident
anywhere (also a hybrid mismatch), all within the meaning of the Withholding Tax Act 2021 (Wet
bronbelasting 2021).
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Taxes on Income and Capital Gains
Residents
Resident entities

An entity holding Notes which is or is deemed to be resident in the Netherlands for Dutch corporate tax
purposes and which is not tax exempt, will generally be subject to Dutch corporate tax in respect of income
or a capital gain derived from the Notes at the prevailing statutory rates (up to 25.8 per cent. in 2022).

Resident individuals

An individual holding Notes who is or is deemed to be resident in the Netherlands for Dutch income tax
purposes will generally be subject to Dutch income tax in respect of income or a capital gain derived from
the Notes at the prevailing statutory rates (up to 49.50 per cent. in 2022) if:

(@) the income or capital gain is attributable to an enterprise from which the holder derives profits
(other than as a shareholder); or

(ii) (the income or capital gain qualifies as income from miscellaneous activities (belastbaar resultaat
uit overige werkzaamheden) as defined in the Income Tax Act 2001 (Wet inkomstenbelasting 2001),
including, without limitation, activities that exceed normal, active asset management (normaal,
actief vermogensbeheer).

If neither condition (i) nor (ii) applies, such individual will generally be subject to Dutch income tax on the
basis of a deemed return, regardless of any actual income or capital gain derived from the Notes. For 2022,
the deemed return ranges from 1.82 per cent. to 5.53 per cent. of the fair market value of the individual's
net assets exceeding a certain threshold as at the beginning of the relevant fiscal year (including the Notes).
Subject to application of certain allowances, the deemed return will be taxed at the prevailing statutory rate
(31 per cent. in 2022). Based on a decision of the Dutch Supreme Court (Hoge Raad) of 24 December 2021
(ECLI:NL:HR:2021:1963), the current system of taxation based on a deemed return may under specific
circumstances contravene with Section 1 of the First Protocol to the European Convention on Human Rights
in combination with Section 14 of the European Convention on Human Rights. At the date of this Base
Prospectus, no legislative changes have been proposed, however, the Dutch State Secretary for Tax Affairs
and Tax Administration has announced that the system of taxation based on a deemed return will be
amended.

Non-residents

A holder of Notes which is not and is not deemed to be resident in the Netherlands for the relevant tax
purposes will not be subject to Dutch taxation on income or a capital gain derived from the Notes, unless:

(1) the income or capital gain is attributable to an enterprise or part thereof which is either effectively
managed in the Netherlands or carried on through a permanent establishment (vaste inrichting) or
a permanent representative (vaste vertegenwoordiger) taxable in the Netherlands and the holder
derives profits from such enterprise (other than by way of the holding of securities); or

(i) the holder is an individual and the income or capital gain qualifies as income from miscellaneous
activities (belastbaar resultaat uit overige werkzaamheden) in the Netherlands as defined in the
Income Tax Act 2001 (Wet inkomstenbelasting 2001), including, without limitation, activities that
exceed normal, active asset management (normaal, actief vermogensbeheer).

Gift and Inheritance Taxes

Dutch gift or inheritance taxes will not be levied on the occasion of the transfer of Notes by way of gift by,
or on the death of, a holder of Notes, unless:

(i) the holder is or is deemed to be resident in the Netherlands for the purpose of the relevant
provisions; or
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(ii) the transfer is construed as an inheritance or gift made by, or on behalf of, a person who, at the
time of the gift or death, is or is deemed to be resident in the Netherlands for the purpose of the
relevant provisions.

Value Added Tax

There is no Dutch value added tax payable by a holder of Notes in respect of payments in consideration for
the issue or acquisition of Notes, payments of principal or interest under the Notes, or payments in
consideration for a disposal of Notes.

Other Taxes and Duties

There is no Dutch registration tax, stamp duty or any other similar tax or duty payable in the Netherlands
by a holder of Notes in respect of or in connection with the execution, delivery and/or enforcement by legal
proceedings (including any foreign judgment in the courts of the Netherlands) of the Notes or the
performance of Essity Capital's obligations under the Notes.

Residence

A holder of Notes will not be and will not be deemed to be resident in the Netherlands for Dutch tax
purposes and, subject to the exceptions set out above, will not otherwise become subject to Dutch taxation,
by reason only of acquiring, holding or disposing of Notes or the execution, performance, delivery and/or
enforcement of Notes.

The proposed financial transactions tax ("FTT")

On 14 February 2013, the European Commission published a proposal (the "Commission's proposal") for
a Directive for a common FTT in Belgium, Germany, Estonia, Greece, Spain, France, Italy, Austria,
Portugal, Slovenia and Slovakia (the "participating Member States"). However, Estonia has ceased to
participate.

The Commission's proposal has very broad scope and could, if introduced, apply to certain dealings in the
Notes (including secondary market transactions) in certain circumstances. The issuance and subscription
of Notes should, however, be exempt.

Under the Commission's proposal, FTT could apply in certain circumstances to persons both within and
outside of the participating Member States. Generally, it would apply to certain dealings in the Notes where
at least one party is a financial institution, and at least one party is established in a participating Member
State. A financial institution may be, or be deemed to be, "established" in a participating Member State in
a broad range of circumstances, including (a) by transacting with a person established in a participating
Member State or (b) where the financial instrument which is subject to the dealings is issued in a
participating Member State.

However, the FTT proposal remains subject to negotiation between participating Member States. It may
therefore be altered prior to any implementation, the timing of which, remains unclear. Additional EU
Member States may decide to participate.

Prospective holders of Notes are advised to seek their own professional advice in relation to the FTT.
FATCA

Pursuant to certain provisions of the U.S. Internal Revenue Code of 1986, commonly known as FATCA, a
"foreign financial institution" may be required to withhold on certain payments it makes ("foreign passthru
payments") to persons that fail to meet certain certification, reporting, or related requirements. A number
of jurisdictions (including the jurisdiction of the Issuers) have entered into, or have agreed in substance to,
intergovernmental agreements with the United States to implement FATCA ("IGAs"), which modify the
way in which FATCA applies in their jurisdictions. Under the provisions of IGAs as currently in effect, a
foreign financial institution in an IGA jurisdiction would generally not be required to withhold under
FATCA or an IGA from payments that it makes. Certain aspects of the application of the FATCA provisions
and IGAs to instruments such as the Notes, including whether withholding would ever be required pursuant
to FATCA or an IGA with respect to payments on instruments such as the Notes, are uncertain and may be
subject to change. Even if withholding would be required pursuant to FATCA or an IGA with respect to
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payments on instruments such as the Notes, such withholding would not apply prior to the date that is two
years after the publication of the final regulations defining "foreign passthru payment". Holders should
consult their own tax advisors regarding how these rules may apply to their investment in the Notes.
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SUBSCRIPTION AND SALE

The Dealers have, in an amended and restated programme agreement dated 6 May 2022 (such programme
agreement as further supplemented and/or restated from time to time being the "Programme Agreement"),
agreed with the Issuers a basis upon which they or any of them may from time to time agree to purchase
Notes. The Dealers are entitled in certain circumstances to be released and discharged from their obligations
under a subscription agreement prior to the closing of the issue of any relevant Notes. Any such agreement
will extend to those matters stated under "Form of the Notes" and "Terms and Conditions of the Notes". In
the Programme Agreement, the Issuers and the Guarantor, if applicable, have agreed to reimburse the
Dealers for certain of their expenses in connection with the establishment and any future update of the
Programme and the issue of Notes under the Programme and to indemnify the Dealers against certain
liabilities incurred by them in connection therewith.

United States

The Notes and the Guarantee of the Notes have not been, and will not be, registered under the Securities
Act or with any securities regulatory authority of any state or other jurisdiction of the United States and
may not be offered, sold or delivered within the United States or to, or for the account or benefit of, U.S.
persons except in certain transactions exempt from the registration requirements of the Securities Act.

The Bearer Notes are subject to U.S. tax law requirements and may not be offered, sold or delivered within
the United States or its possessions or to a United States person, except in certain transactions permitted by
U.S. tax regulations. Terms used in this paragraph have the meanings given to them by the United States
Internal Revenue Code and regulations thereunder.

Each Dealer has agreed, and each further Dealer appointed under the Programme will be required to agree,
that, except as permitted by the Dealer Agreement, it will not offer, sell or deliver Notes, (i) as part of their
distribution at any time or (ii) otherwise until 40 days after the completion of the distribution of the Notes
comprising the relevant Tranche within the United States or to, or for the account or benefit of, U.S. persons,
and such Dealer will have sent to each dealer to which it sells Notes during the distribution compliance
period relating thereto, a confirmation or other notice setting forth the restrictions on offers and sales of the
Notes within the United States or to, or for the account or benefit of, U.S. persons.

In addition, until 40 days after the commencement of the offering of Notes comprising any Tranche, any
offer or sale of Notes within the United States by any dealer (whether or not participating in the offering)
may violate the registration requirements of the Securities Act if such offer or sale is made otherwise than
in accordance with an available exemption from registration under the Securities Act and in accordance
with any applicable securities laws of any state or other jurisdiction of the United States.

This Base Prospectus has been prepared by the Issuers and the Guarantor for use in connection with the
offer and sale of the Notes outside the United States. The Issuers, the Guarantor and the Dealers reserve the
right to reject any offer to purchase the Notes, in whole or in part, for any reason. This Base Prospectus
does not constitute an offer to any person in the United States. Distribution of this Base Prospectus by any
non-U.S. person outside the United States to any U.S. person or to any other person within the United
States, is unauthorised and any disclosure without the prior written consent of the Issuers and/or the
Guarantor of any its contents to any such U.S. person or other person within the United States is prohibited.
Terms used in this section and not otherwise defined herein have the meanings given to them by Regulation
S.

Prohibition of Sales to EEA Retail Investors

Unless the applicable Final Terms in respect of any Notes specifies the "Prohibition of Sales to EEA Retail
Investors" as "Not Applicable", each Dealer has represented and agreed, and each further Dealer appointed
under the Programme that it has not offered, sold or otherwise made available and will not offer, sell or
otherwise make available any Notes which are the subject of the offering contemplated by this Base
Prospectus as completed by the applicable Final Terms in relation thereto to any retail investor in the
European Economic Area. For the purposes of this provision the expression "retail investor" means a person
who is one (or more) of the following: (i) a retail client as defined in point (11) of Article 4(1) of MiFID
II; or a customer within the meaning of the Insurance Distribution Directive, where that customer would
not qualify as a professional client as defined in point (10) of Article 4(1) of MiFID II.
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If the Final Terms in respect of any Notes specifies "Prohibition of Sales to UK Retail Investors" as "Not
Applicable", in relation to each Member State of the European Economic Area, each Dealer has represented,
warranted and agreed, and each further Dealer appointed under the Programme will be required to represent,
warrant and agree it has not made and will not make an offer of Notes which are the subject of the offering
contemplated by this Base Prospectus as completed by the Final Terms in relation thereto to the public in
that Member State except that it may make an offer of such Notes to the public in that Member State:

Other UK Regulatory Restrictions

regulations of Japan. As used in this paragraph, "resident of Japan" means any person resident in Japan,
including any corporation or other entity organised under the laws of Japan.

Sweden

Each Dealer has confirmed and agreed and each further Dealer appointed under the Programme will be
required to represent and agree that it will not, directly or indirectly, offer for subscription or purchase or
issue invitations to subscribe for or buy or sell any Notes or distribute any draft or definitive document in
relation to any such offer, invitation or sale in Sweden except in circumstances that will not result in a
requirement to prepare a prospectus pursuant to the provisions of the Prospectus Regulation. However, to
the extent such Dealer intends to make a Non-exempt Offer, such offer will be made in accordance with
the requirements in the Prospectus Regulation.

The Netherlands

Zero Coupon Notes in definitive bearer form and other Notes in definitive bearer form on which interest
does not become due and payable during their term but only at maturity (savings certificates or
spaarbewijzen as defined in The Netherlands Savings Certificates Act (Wet inzake spaarbewijzen, the
"SCA")) may only be transferred and accepted, directly or indirectly, within, from or into The Netherlands
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through the mediation of either the relevant Issuer or a member of Euronext Amsterdam N.V. with due
observance of the provisions of the SCA and its implementing regulations (which include registration
requirements). No such mediation is required, however, in respect of (i) the initial issue of such Notes to
the first holders thereof, (ii) the transfer and acceptance by individuals who do not act in the conduct of a
profession or business and (iii) the issue and trading of such Notes if they are physically issued outside The
Netherlands and are not immediately thereafter distributed in The Netherlands.

The consolidated financial statements of
Essity for the two financial years ended on 31 December 2020 and 2021 have been prepared in
accordance with International Financial Reporting Standards as adopted by the EU ("IFRS") and
audited in accordance with generally accepted auditing standards in Sweden with unqualified
opinions reported thereon by Ernst & Young AB. Ernst & Young AB is a member of FAR (the
institute for the accountancy profession in Sweden).

The independent auditors of Essity Capital are Ernst & Young Accountants LLP which are
regulated by the AFM (Authoriteit Financiéle Markten). Essity Capital was incorporated on 14
April 2021 and its first financial year ended on 31 December 2021. Essity Capital's first financial
statements have been prepared in accordance with IFRS and audited in accordance with generally
accepted auditing standards in the Netherlands.
